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1. Overall Description
During a recent discussion in ETSI TC SCP TEC for the update of TS 101 220 and TS 102 223, it was decided that it would be beneficial to pre-allocate a certain number of values for 3GPP CT6. This approach would allow CT6 to define new 3GPP-specific features without having dependencies on the implementation and publication of SCP specifications.

For this reason, ETSI TC SCP TEC is considering to reserve the following items for 3GPP CT6:
· a number of bytes in the TERMINAL PROFILE

· a number of values in the command qualifier of proactive commands (e.g. for PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION)

· a number of values in the Event list (i.e., to allow 3GPP to define new events)
· a number of proactive command types (i.e., to allow 3GPP to define new proactive commands)
· a number of toolkit classes

· a number of Card application toolkit templates
The list above is not exhaustive and ETSI TC SCP TEC will evaluate if additional values need to be reserved as well.

ETSI SCP TEC is still planning to align its specification with the mention of the reserved 3GPP values, but this could be done with a slower cadence, for example at the end of each release.

ETSI TC SCP TEC would like to be informed if the approach mentioned above is not acceptable by 3GPP CT6 or if there is any additional suggestion that SCP TEC should consider, while implementing the mechanism described above.
