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1. Overall Description:

CT6 thanks CT for the liaison regarding the referencing of releases and the associated concerns.  The topic was addressed during CT6 #51.  CT6 understands the concern identified, which relates to the possible automatic inheritance of changes approved by SCP without 3GPP control.
After analysis of the current situation status, the assumptions are as follows:

· CT6 and SCP works are closely related, 3GPP being the major customer of ETSI SCP

· CT6 and SCP already share the same officials which ease communication

· SCP specifications are (unlike other ETSI specifications) under release control and releases are synchronized with 3GPP.

· SCP and 3GPP are following the same procedures for changes on frozen releases.
· CT6 specifications are not completely inheriting the SCP specifications.  Choices can be made and parameters tuned for instance.

After discussions, the vast majority of CT6 reached the conclusion that trying to solve the issue by only referencing SCP specification by version would create issues rather than providing a solution.
As a result, CT6 proposes the following way forward

· CT6 appoints a liaison officer who will provide a report at every CT6 meeting on ETSI SCP change requests in particular those related to frozen releases.  A specific point on the CT6 agenda will be created and the SCP work status reported.
· CT6 reviews any change approved in SCP that impact CT6 specifications and takes appropriate action to inherit or exclude it if needed.

· CT6 reviews and, if identified necessary, updates its specifications to ensure the possibility to include or exclude features from the referenced external specifications (as already done with ISO)

CT6 feels that such enhanced procedure would allow tracking SCP corrections that would not be agreeable for 3GPP and would like CT to endorse this proposal.
