The code should not contain punctuation (except for decimal separators where necessary) other than hyphens to separate its fields (as follows)...


The code should be separated into up to three fields, depending on the hierarchical level of the work item:


1st field: Feature (or Study Item) �2nd field: Building Block �3rd field: Work task 


with the fields separated by hyphens. Thus a Feature will have only one field; a Building Block will have a code composed of the code of its parent Feature followed by a hyphen followed by a field unique to that Building Block; a Work Task will have a code composed of the code of its parent Building Block (two fields) followed by a hyphen followed by a field unique to that Work Task.


Thus the hierarchical level of a WI can be determined by looking at its code: Features and Study Items have single text strings with no hyphens. Building Blocks have codes separated into two fields with a hyphen; and Work Tasks have codes separated into three fields with two hyphens.


For ease of manipulation, it is recommended that WI codes be limited to no more than seven characters per field, though it is recognized that there will be cases where a longer string is desirable.


In principle, at the time a new Feature or Study Item is proposed, it is not known which Release the results will appear in. If work progresses faster than originally intended, it may be an earlier Release; and if slower, a later Release. Therefore it is strongly advised not to include any reference to a Release in a work item name or acronym. Where work is conducted over a long period of time, inevitably spanning several Releases, the preferred method is to have two or more top-level work items distinguished by "phases", i.e. with the titles and acronyms of the work items showing "phase 1", "phase 2", etc. The "phase" is disassociated from a specific Release. Thus phase 1 might be completed in Release N but phase 2 might not be ready until Release N+2.
