Correction for multi-RAT measurements

A CR on BSIC decoding concerning (higher multislot class) GPRS terminals was approved in TSG GERAN #1. The CR was for 05.08 (CR A298 R1) and can be found from Tdoc GP-000364. Unfortunately the reference version of 05.08 was not correct in this CR, the reference version should have been 8.5.0 but an earlier version seems to be used. This creates a problem because the CR deletes some paragraphs that were actually modified after the CR reference version. The changes are related to GSM interworking with other systems.

This CR specifically deleted the following two paragraphs (in addition to some other changes):

If an MS, performing a multislot uplink transfer with fixed allocation, is not able to perform BSIC decoding or, if required, multi-RAT measurements within the search frames according to its multislot class, the MS shall perform these tasks between allocations. The MS shall determine the necessary periods by not requiring uplink resources.

If an MS, performing a multislot downlink transfer with fixed allocation, is not able to perform BSIC decoding or, if required, multi-RAT measurements within the search frames according to its multislot class, the MS shall perform these tasks during inactivity periods. The MS shall request these inactivity periods from the network to allow for the required BSIC decoding (see GSM 04.60).

However, because of the incorrect reference version, the bold text was not included in the CR. This leaves open the actual intention: was this exception for multi-RAT measurements excluded intentionally or was it left out accidentally because it was not visible in the reference text?

Our assumption is that this exception could be included. CRs are provided according to the assumption that multi-RAT measurements are allowed.
