Support of Radio Bearers in GERAN

The RRC layer is responsible for setting up radio bearers in the U-plane and the C-plane.

User Plane Radio Bearers are set-up when a Radio Access Bearer is required to be set-up by the Core Network.

Control Plane Radio Bearers are established when an RRC connection is set-up by a Mobile Station. Those comprise a set of five Signalling Radio Bearers, the definition of which is as follows:

· RB 0 shall be used for all messages sent on the CCCH (RACH, PCH, AGCH) (DLC as in Fig.10 of 43.051).

· RB 1 shall be used for all messages sent using RLC unacknowledged mode (RLC-UM).

· RB 2 shall be used for all messages sent using RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM), except for the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling.

· RB 3 and optionally RB 4 shall be used for the RRC messages carrying higher layer (NAS) signalling and sent using RLC acknowledged mode (RLC-AM). 

Association of SRBs 1 to 4 and logical channels need to be identified by RRC and it is FFS.
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
