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GERAN WG5 kindly asks GERAN WG2 for a clarification of the interpretation of TS GSM 03.60 § 16.2.2 related to TS 51.010-1 §44.2.3.2.3

In TS GSM 03.60 § 16.2.2 is stated
“An MS in class‑B mode of operation that communicates on GPRS radio channels when a dedicated channel is needed, shall immediately abort the GPRS communication and trigger the Suspend and Resume procedure

Response to circuit-switched paging, non-emergency MO circuit-switched calls, MO SMS, and MO supplementary services are exceptions to the above rule. In these cases, it is an implementation choice whether to immediately abort GPRS communication or to delay the dedicated mode establishment. “


The following situation is tested in TS 51.010-1 §44.2.3.2.3 procedure 2:
The MS performs 5 times a Combined Routing Area Update Procedure and is only accepted for GPRS, i.e the GMM cause in Routing Area Accept is set to “MSC temporarily not reachable” or “Network failure” or “Congestion”. In this situation the MS may according GSM 04.08 §4.7.5.2 perform a Location Update. Because a new P-TMSI is assigned in Routing Area Update Complete the MS has also to send Routing Area Update Complete.

Out of this expected sequence the following question arises:


How should a MS behave in the above situation regarding the order of Routing Area Update Complete and Location Update procedure ? 

TSG GERAN WG2 is kindly asked to clarify this uncertainty.
