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1. Overall Description:

SA4 is currently working on updating the TS26.234 “Packet-Based Streaming Service” specification. 

Currently it is unclear whether there are any restrictions on the IP-packet size, such as minimum or maximum size, except from what is stated in TS23.107. There the attribute “Maximum SDU size (octets)” is specified to be in maximum 1500 octets. However there may be additional restrictions from the GGSN to the UE, such as in the CN. 

2. Required Action:

SA4 kindly asks for responses to the following questions:


· What is the maximum size of IP-packets guaranteed to be transported by the RAN/GERAN and CN? 

· Are there any minimum and / or maximum sizes for IP-packets in RAN/GERAN or CN, besides the 1500 octet limit in TS23.107?

· Can you advise us on the fragmentation schemes used and the appropriate limits of each layer of fragmentation?  
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
