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Taking into account the current level of the work done for the feasibility study of conversational class services over GERAN A/Gb mode, TSG GERAN agrees the following:

· Feasibility Study on the Conversational Class services over GERAN A/Gb mode is agreed as version 1.x.x., and the work on this Feasibility Study will not continue.

· TSG GERAN could not come to a concensus on the feasibility of conversational Gb, therefore the WI for eGb (Tdoc GP-023235) will not be created at this time.

· TSG GERAN has a number of high priority WIs for Release 6, and is of opinion that it is of utmost importance to continue the work on existing WIs without disruption. It is important that the resources of the companies are focused on the existing WIs.

Taking into account the desire of some companies to continue studies on the conversational Gb it is agreed that a work item is created to gather potential results from such study. Outcome of the work item is expected to produce a 800 series Technical Report.

The rules for handling this work item in GERAN meetings are as follows:

· Topics related to this work item are handled with lower priority than other WIs and contributions on this WI are dealt with only aftet all other WIs are handled  

· No separate official GERAN meetings are arranged on this topic

· All other existing WIs have no dependency on this WI and this WI will not affect the progress of other existing WIs. 

· It is agreed that the results of this study are presented earliest in TSG GERAN#17. This is in line with the current and foreseen workload in TSG GERAN.
