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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform GERAN2 about two identified areas for investigation regarding CRRM in Rel-5:

· There can arise a situation in which a UE is in soft-handover, and one or both of the UTRAN cells are above the CRRM handover load threshold, thus initiating the CRRM handover procedure. This generates the dilemma of what information needs to be transferred to GERAN.

In one scenario, the RNC selects one of the cells using some algorithm and transmits only the cell load information regarding this cell. The RAN3 analysis of this solution is that it is the most easily implemented solution, but can supply GERAN with incomplete information upon which to base the handover decision.

The other scenario is for the RNC to transfer the cell load information for all cells communicating with the UE. The RAN3 analysis of this solution is that this will give the GERAN all possible information with which to decide on whether to accept the handover or not, but will involve changes to GERAN2 and RAN3 Rel 5 specifications.

· RAN3 detected that in the case of exchange of DL&UL source cell load measurements from Source to Target system, there is nothing in the coding of these cell load measurements containers in current RANAP and BSSMAP that indicates the source cell identifier corresponding to the cell load to the target system. The issue was raised by the discussion paper R3-031060, presented in RAN3 and attached in this LS. To solve this issue in RANAP, RAN3 reviewed the attached CR581 in R3-01243. However as some changes are also needed on GERAN side i.e. in 48.008, RAN3 did not approve the RANAP CR, waiting for GERAN2’s answer.

2. Actions:

To GERAN2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN3 asks GERAN2 group to consider these issues and to liase back to RAN3 with their comment on those as well as their preferred solutions for the GERAN side, so that RAN3 could finally correct accordingly the CRRM feature in Rel-5.
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
