	Ensure that signalling messages are always understood in case of the TFCS reconfiguration. The signalling TFCs will not be removed. The vacant TFCIs are not signalled and the compression algorithm for the TFCI may be used.
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	When TFCIs are removed the vacant TFCIs are not signalled. If TFC is used for SRB data transfer and layer 2 signalling as defied in section 11.5 it shall not be removed 
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	Communication between the MS and the BTS is no longer possible when a TFCused for signalling is removed. Also, the compression algorithm can not be used and and the link level performance may decrease.

TFCS Removal Information

If the IE "TFCS Removal Information" is included the MS shall:

1>
remove the TFCs indicated by the IE "TFCI" from the current TFCS, and mark these positions (TFCI) in the TFCS as vacant.
2> if “Compression Algorithm” flag is set to one and if the size of the TFCI can be reduced as a result of removing the vacant TFCIs, then the TFCI values shall be shifted as follows:

For TFCIloop=1 on FR channels and 2 on HR channels, to (Number of non vacant positions in the TFCS - 1)
If TFCIloop is vacant then

Assign to TFCIloop the first remaining TFC for which the assigned TFCI > TFCIloop and then mark the position of that TFC (TFCI) as vacant.
End if.
End for.

if “Compression Algorithm” flag is set to zero then no shift shall be applied.
NOTE:
whether the size of the TFCI can be reduced or not can easily be assessed by:
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If TFC is used for SRB data transfer and layer 2 signalling as defined in section 11.5 it shall not be removed.
If the MS receives one of the messages RADIO BEARER SETUP, RADIO BEARER RECONFIGURATION or RADIO BEARER RELEASE and if the IE “TFCS Removal Information” is present and if the IE instructs the mobile station to remove a TFCI which is not existent or it is used for signalling as defined in subclause 11.5 then the MS shall:
1>
remain on the current channel(s).
1> set the variable INVALID_CONFIGURATION to TRUE.
1>
send failure message (RADIO BEARER SETUP FAILURE or RADIO BEARER RECONFIGURATION FAILURE or RADIO BEARER RELEASE FAILURE) as it is described in subclause 7.14.1.9.
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
