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Comments on the work plan for PEMR

At GERAN#18, the work plan for Packet Enhanced Measurement Reporting (PEMR) was discussed. An initial proposal was proposed in GP-040473. The intention of this paper is to give the Ericsson comments to the proposal.

PEMR is built on top of NC1/NC2. This means that the core of PEMR is very much like NC1/NC2. Today there is a good coverage of NC2 test cases, and these test do not need to be repeated also for PEMR. 

In the current proposal (GP-040473) there are some tests proposed for PEMR, that are already tested for NC2. It is therefore the Ericsson opinion that those tests could be removed from the work plan. Please see comments inserted in the table below.
