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Receipt of a PACKET CELL CHANGE ORDER message while in DTM

1. Introduction

This contribution discusses open issues related to DTM mode.
The issue is signalling related.

2. Discussion

Current Requirements:
R1: 3GPP TS 44.018 Release 6 version 6.7.0 section 3.4.23.1 “General”:

Extract from the specification: 

“When the mobile station is in dual transfer mode, it shall ignore any PACKET CELL CHANGE ORDER, PACKET NOTIFICATION or PACKET ASSIGNMENT messages and shall remain in dual transfer mode.”
R2: 3GPP TS 44.060 Release 6 version 6.7.0 Section 8.4.2 “Abnormal Cases”:

Extract from the specification: 

“The mobile station shall send a PACKET CELL CHANGE FAILURE message with the appropriate cause value to the network in the old cell and stop timer T3176. The PACKET CELL CHANGE FAILURE message may be sent on PACCH when the mobile station is in packet transfer mode, dual transfer mode or MAC-Shared state. Alternatively, the mobile station may initiate random access with access type “single block without TBF establishment” (PCCCH) / “single block packet access” (CCCH) and send the PACKET CELL CHANGE FAILURE message using an allocated single uplink block.

Issue:  
Specifications 44.018 and 44.060 are contradictory.

Proposal:

Requirement in 44.018 prevails. Remove PCCO received with ongoing CS connection requirement in 44.060 specification.
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
