Current Requirements:
R1: 3GPP TS 51.010 Release 5 version 5.8.0 Section 47.4.1 “PDP Context Activation / Performed on main DCCH and TBFs”:

Extract from the specification :

“The network should not use the main DCCH to send messages that exceed the maximum length specified for the uplink. The mobile station, however, shall not reject messages that exceed the maximum length.”
R2: 3GPP 43.055 Release 6, version 6.4.0 Section 4.1.1 “General”:

Extract from the specification :

“On the other hand, the network should not use the main DCCH to send messages that exceed the maximum length specified for the uplink. The mobile station, however, shall not reject messages that exceed the maximum length. Similarly, the network should not use the main DCCH when the mobile station is in dual transfer mode, although the mobile station shall not reject the received messages.”
Issue:  
Those extracts from 51.010 and 43.055 represent important MS and network requirements in DTM mode. Those requirements are not included in specification 44.018 which is a normative whereas specification 43.055 is only informative.
Proposal:

A CR should be written against specification 44.018 in order to capture those DTM requirements. Section 3.4.26 “GPRS Transparent Transport Procedure” should be the section to modify.
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
