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Discussion paper on testing the MEAN BEP calculation: 
The open issues are probably not limited to, but include the following items. I tried to cluster them into several groups. WG1 expertise might be beneficial for finding the answers.
 
- sequence of loop-back mode and MEAN_BEP reports (50 blocks proposed by Nokia, 25 blocks by Siemens) 
- one-phase versus two-phase approach
- Rx performance drift, instationary BER

- Can we step through the S/N range or do we have to try to adjust to predefined MEAN_BEP intervals?
- S/N step size or number of MEAN_BEP levels to test

- BER averaging methods and periods
- definition of a correct report

- overall pass/fail criterion
- number of samples for deciding pass/fail
- test time

- Do we agree that the difference in header coding rate of MCS-5 and MCS-9 is too small to justify testing with MCS-5 instead of MCS-9?

- TFI/header errors in the MS leading to radio blocks not being taken into account
- Is there a MEAN_BEP level down to which the header error rate for all core-specification compliant implementations is negligible?
- What header error rate is tolerable? 1 %?
- Does it make sense to add a new test loop to the core specification allowing for identification of header errors?
- limits towards low and high MEAN_BEP levels
- signalling errors limiting the BER range
In the list mentioned above we can find a lot of questions which were already presented on the GERAN WG3 email reflector. Unfortunately we could not find a common understanding how these questions could be answered. I want to ask all interested delegates to discuss these items in their companies and come up with proposals in the conference call. To be prepared for the conference call it seems to be a good idea to send your contributions some days (at least 2 ) before the meeting to the reflector. Otherwise we maybe spend some time with clarifications which could be handled already on the reflector.

As a date for the conference call I propose Monday, 6th of December in the late afternoon (5 p.m. GMT +01:00). The data for calling in the conference will be provided as soon as possible by me.
I appeal to all interested companies to work on this item as the time until the next meeting is very short because of the holidays around Christmas.

Let’s find together a good solution for testing the Mean_Bep value calculation in our MS.
