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	While in NC2 in uplink TBF, the sending of the PACKET MEASUREMENT REPORT, depends on the USF assigened to the MS. If the USF is not frequently assigned to the MS, then the timing of measurement report will not be accurate, and testcase will unfairly fail, as the PACKET MEASUREMENT REPORT will not be received within 10% tolerance given by the testcase. This problem is mostly seen when the REPORTING_PERIOD_T is set to 0.48 or 0.96 sec. So we need to make sure that the USF is assigned to the MS very frequently.
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	A note is added in the section 42.4 so that the USF is assigned to the MS very frequently.

Measurement reports and Cell change order procedures

This subclause presents tests for "Measurement Reports and Cell Change Order Procedures" which are specified in 3GPP TS 04.60/3GPP TS 44.060 subclauses 5.6 and 8.4. 
In the testcases which have uplink data transfer while in NC2, the USF needs to be assigned very frequently so that the measurement reports will be received by the SS within the 10% tolerance.
Applicability and default conditions

The clause is applicable for mobiles supporting GPRS.

Default message contents and signalling macros are defined in the GPRS general defaults section, except for those messages and macros specified at the end of this subclause.
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
