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3GPP TS 51.010 and early implementation of features

SA has agreed that early implementation of features shall be allowed when a feature is considered of commercial interest before full support is possible for that release where this feature was introduced.

TSG GERAN has already agreed that features like cell selection control at channel release, certain improvements for intersystem cell reselection, improved FACCH performance with repetitions etc. are assumed feasible and allowed for early implementation. Nokia assumes that the previously agreed Rel-7 option allowing restricted interslot dynamic range for multislot uplink configurations should be considered a candidate for early implementation equally. GERAN plenary view is requested on this proposal to guide WG3 work.

So far all features that are of interest for early implementation, do not conflict with existing type approval tests. The restricted interslot dynamic range however needs to be taken into account by type approval tests.

Nokia suggests that GERAN plenary allows WG3 to introduce this option to the current version of 3GPP TS 51.010 as release independent in order to allow early implementation of this restricted interslot output power feature.
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
