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Outline

At PTCRB #42 (Nov 2005) a Request for Test (RFT 019) was re-opened requesting increased test coverage for circuit switched Enhanced Measurement Reporting (EMR).
For information, the current test coverage for Packet Enhanced Measurement Reporting (PEMR) is considered sufficient (section 42.4.6).

Following post meeting discussions, Aeroflex has volunteered to analyse the requirements and propose an appropriate set of tests.
Principals of analysis

The requirements of EMR are analysed with the intention of increasing the number of tests in 51.010 which explicitly or implicitly test EMR whilst keeping the overall test duration to a minimum.

Analysis

EMR was introduced in Release 99 as a mandatory feature.  EMR can be used in networks to improve the efficiency of reporting neighbour cell information, particularly in networks with UTRAN cells present.
There is currently only one EMR test cases.

26.6.3.8 Enhanced Measurement /all neighbours present
Unfortunately this test case is only applicable to dual mode GERAN/UTRAN terminals.
Current explicit testing of Measurement Reporting is covered in 26.6.3.1 through 26.6.3.7.  Current implicit testing of Measurement Reporting is best considered covered in the handover tests in section 26.6.5.

Release 99 (onwards)

Proposed actions

It is proposed to introduce a number of tests to cover explicit and implicit testing of EMR, with tests being applicable to all release 99 onwards MS.
This can be achieved in one of two ways.  Either a small selection of existing tests identified above could be modified to utilise EMR, or a small number of new tests could be created.

Since the existing identified test cases are generally long standing test cases with validation status at GCF/PTCRB, it is proposed to create a small number (current expectation is 3 - 6) of new test cases in sections 26.6.3 and 26.6.5.
