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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN thanks TSG SA WG1 for their LS (S1-070300/GP-070204) on Registration in densely populated area.
The reported problem of high signalling load traffic during peak hours at the border of location areas / registration areas has been known since long in GSM networks and has traditionally been solved by appropriate network dimensioning, i.e. by increasing the number of available signalling channels (SDCCHs) in border cells. TSG GERAN believe that these solutions are still relevant.

When discussing the proposed solution of having different location areas for different classes of users, TSG GERAN realized that such a solution, if standardized, should be the same for UTRAN and for GERAN, since some operators use the same location areas for their UTRAN and GERAN networks. If such a solution were derived for UTRAN only, and not for GERAN, operators would have to use different location areas for their UTRAN and GERAN networks, which could potentially cause an increase in signalling load due to different UTRAN and GERAN coverages.

TSG GERAN kindly asks TSG SA WG1 and TSG RAN WG2 to take into account the above mentioned constraint when designing a solution for the problem of registration in densely populated areas.
