1. Overall Description:

GERAN3 thanks the PVG for its LS entitled ‘LS to 3GPP GERAN WG3 and RAN WG5 on GSM AGPS applicability’.
During GERAN #37 meeting the LS was reviewed and also comments from the WG3 reflector were taken into account.

GERAN WG3 would like to provide the following feedback:

The A-GPS minimum performance requirements do not depend on the radio subsystem being used. The test parameters and underlying technologies are mostly identical for the GSM and the W-CDMA modes except for the area of time and frequency synchronisation. Testing an A-GPS capable dual mode terminal against all the test cases as specified in TS 51.010-1 section 70.11 and in TS 34.171 is, therefore, deemed to be somewhat redundant and some of the test cases do not need to be run in both cases. It is sufficient to run the two Sensitivity test cases in both modes as this should highlight any issues in the area of time and frequency synchronisation.
Therefore in order to reduce testing times with respect to dual mode terminals, GERAN WG3 recommends performing the test cases as specified in TS 34.171 and also the following two Sensitivity test cases as specified in TS 51.010:

· 70.11.5.1 - Sensitivity Coarse Time Assistance

· 70.11.5.2 - Sensitivity Fine Time Assistance
This approach is considered to be sufficient to verify the A-GPS minimum performance requirements without unwanted degradation of the test coverage.
