1. Some remaining AoIP open points, Alcatel Lucent
This paper (Telco_3Nov_ALU AoIP Open Points.doc) discusses a number of open issues and provides for each of them a proposal for a solution.

Points discussed below are the following:

1. Call ID and RESET/RESET RESOURCE issues, discussed together with the draft CR to 48.008 by HUAWEI and ZTE “Support of reset of all calls over IP transport and TDM transport simultaneously”
· Discussion whether to limit the usage of Call ID to IP based user plane connections only, i.e. keep CIC as identifier when connections are based on TDM or whether to expand the Call ID concept on the TDM based connections, i.e.change the legacy concept wrt TDM based user plane. No conclusion reached. 
· Discussion whether RESET RESOURCE shall be also used to to reset TDM based connections, i.e. modification of the legacy procedure. No conclusion reached.
Action: to be discussed at GERAN#40 in Miami.

2. Maximum number of Call-IDs / RESET RESOURCE ACK  messages
· Conclusion after discussion: Companies agreed that the maximum number of Call.IDs shall be 62, a note will be added stating that a single UDT message shall be used. 
Action: Alcatel-Lucent will provide a CR to GERAN#40.

3. Call-ID granularity
· Conclusion after discussion: Companies agreed that the current wording in 48.008 shall be clarified.. 
Action: Alcatel-Lucent will provide CR to GERAN#40 to replace “MSC-unique value” by “defined on a per MSC basis”

4. Restriction for the use of RTP redundancy
· Conclusion after discussion: Companies agreed that no RTP multiplexing shall be used when redundancy for CSD is used. 
Action: Alcatel-Lucent will provide the modification in the new version of the TS 48.103 to GERAN#40.

5. IMSI trace for AoIP calls
· No conclusion on whether the introduction of the AoIP will impact IMSI trace functionality.
Action: Further offline discussion needed.
2. Draft CR to 48.008 by HUAWEI and ZTE “Support of reset of all calls over IP transport and TDM transport simultaneously” HUAWEI
Discussed above together with Call ID and RESET/RESET RESOURCE issues by Alcatel-Lucent. No conclusion reached.
3. A new draft version of the 3GPP TS 48.103, Alcatel-Lucent
Main discussion regarding the introduction of the support for redundancy for CSD. Ericsson points out that the RFC2198 is incomplete and that input on the subject will be provided to GERAN#40. Some editorial modifications were suggested. Work in progress.
4. Draft CR to 43.903 “Corrections on CS Data and Fax coding”, ZTE
This paper Updates the TR to the latest decision in GERAN for the TS.
· Conclusion after discussion: The draft CR has been endorsed. 
Action: ZTE will provide a CR to the GERAN#40.

· Draft CR to 48.008 “Clarification on CIC allocation”, ZTE
This CR attempts to clarify that the BSC shall never allocate a CIC when AoIP is used.
· Conclusion after discussion: The proposed CR limits the contents of the PCL to the codecs that are supported over the interface for which the addres, either a IP/UDP port or CIC is provided. Companies acknowledged that further clarification is required, however, there was no support for the limitation implied in this paper. ZTE withdrawn the CR.                                        Action: Ericsson will provide a modifed CR to the GERAN#40.
5. New draft RFC on GSM HR, Ericsson
There is a new draft RFC on GSM HR, tha has been distributed over the GERAN and SA4 reflector, submitted to IETF. Ericsson urged companies to review it and to provide comments.
6. Withdrawal of CR to 48.008-0276 AoIP – New cause valued introduced if the remote IP layertransport addres is already allocated, G2-080262, Ericsson 
The CR introduces the check for the IP addresses when these are exchanged between the BSC and the MSC, e.g. during the assignment procedure. It is assumed that such faults shall be very rare and that the impact on the nodes does not justify the introduction of such functionality.
· Conclusion after discussion: Companies need to check the proposal internally.
