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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN would like to thank TSG SA WG2 for its liaison statement regarding subscriber type (now referred to as "subscriber profile ID (SPID)").

TSG GERAN would like to inform SA2, RAN2 and RAN3 that work is currently ongoing to determine how this feature, and the use of dedicated priorities, should be standardised with respect to mobile stations using GERAN. This liaison statement is intended to provide an indication of the status of this work.

TSG GERAN has agreed CRs at GERAN#40 to signal cell reselection parameters for inter-RAT reselection considering the use of dedicated priorities (i.e. where a target RAT / frequency layer could have a higher or lower priority than GERAN).  TSG GERAN has also agreed a number of working assumptions and identified one open issue relating to this topic; these are documented in the attachment. It is the understanding of TSG GERAN that the approach described is broadly in line with that agreed by RAN WG2 for use in UMTS networks.
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
