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1. Overall Description:
TSG GERAN has identified the following areas where guidance is requested relating to the reselection from GERAN to E-UTRAN.

Reselection from legacy GERAN/UTRAN cells

Currently, if no E-UTRAN neighbour cell list is provided in the serving GERAN cell or if the Rel-8 redirection mechanism at CS call release is not used, the mobile station will not be able to perform reselection to E-UTRAN following such a call, even though the mobile station is E-UTRAN capable. TSG GERAN has discussed a contribution raising the possibility to permit a mobile station to attempt reselection to E-UTRAN in such circumstances (for example where the mobile has been directed to GERAN as part of a CS fallback procedure), to allow the mobile station to return to E-UTRAN from a GERAN cell which does not broadcast an E-UTRAN neighbour cell list or implement Rel-8 redirection at CS call release.

TSG GERAN did not reach a decision on whether such reselection should be permitted, but notes that a similar question would arise in the case where mobile is served by a UTRAN cell that does not transmit an E-UTRAN neighbour cell list.
TSG GERAN would like to point out that the need for such an enhancement may depend on whether or not GERAN networks support at least idle mode interworking with E-UTRAN.
Reselection penalty timer (CS fallback)
TSG GERAN notes that if a mobile station immediately performs reselection from GERAN to E-UTRAN following a CS fallback call, a subsequent call initiated after reselection back to E-UTRAN would trigger a further CS fallback procedure. TSG GERAN would appreciate guidance on whether the mobile station should be prohibited from attempting reselection to E-UTRAN for a specified time period after completing the voice call, in order to reduce the delay and additional signalling that would arise if a further CS fallback procedure was required due to either a new MO or MT call.

This delayed reselection to E-UTRAN would consequentially delay access to E-UTRAN capabilities.

Reselection penalty timer (emergency call)

TSG GERAN would further like to understand whether a reselection penalty timer to prevent reselection to E-UTRAN as described above should apply following an emergency call (whether or not such a call is associated with a CS fallback procedure).

2. Actions:
