	It is still under discussion in the RAN working groups whether the network should also reserve a PSC/PCI range for hybrid cells (see the LS in R3-091461 = R2-092815 and the paper in R2-094808). If this is agreed, the CR may need to be modified accordingly.
Stage 3 CRs for hybrid cells have been submitted to RAN2#67 (see R2-094475 for TS 36.331 and R2-094476 for TS 36.304).

Cell re-selection to CSG cells
If a mobile station is a member of at least one Closed Subscriber Group, i.e. at least one CSG ID is included in the MS’s "Allowed CSG list", then, in addition to normal cell reselection, the MS should search for UTRAN and/or E-UTRAN CSG cells depending on the MS capability.

NOTE 1:
The search function and the measurements rules applicable to CSG cells are implementation dependent.
NOTE 2:
A cell is a CSG cell if the CSG Indicator in its system information is set to TRUE.
NOTE 2a:
A cell for which the CSG Indicator in its system information is set to FALSE but broadcasts a CSG ID is considered by the MS as a CSG cell if its CSG ID matches any of the CSG IDs included in the MS’s "Allowed CSG list", otherwise it is considered as a non-CSG cell towards which normal cell reselection applies.
NOTE 3:
The "Allowed CSG list" is stored in the USIM (see 3GPP TS 31.102).
If the strongest cell (see 3GPP TS 25.304 and 3GPP TS 36.304 for the definition of the strongest cell) which the MS has detected on a UTRAN or E-UTRAN frequency is a suitable CSG cell (see 3GPP TS 25.304 and 3GPP TS 36.304 for suitability criteria for UTRAN and E-UTRAN CSG cells respectively), it should reselect to this cell irrespective of the cell reselection rules applicable for the cell on which the MS is currently camped.

The MS shall disable the search function for CSG cells if the MS has no "Allowed CSG list" or the MS’s "Allowed CSG list" is empty.
When the MS has no or an empty "Allowed CSG list", and the MS has stored "CSG PSC Split Information" or "CSG PCI Split Information", the MS shall ignore for measurement and cell re-selection:

cells on a UTRAN frequency with PSC in the stored range "CSG PSC Split Information" for that frequency (see 3GPP TS 25.331);

-
cells on an E-UTRAN frequency with PCI in the stored range "CSG PCI Split Information" for that frequency (see 3GPP TS 36.331).

The network may provide information about dedicated UTRAN CSG frequencies. When the MS has no or an empty "Allowed CSG list", the MS shall ignore those frequencies for measurement and cell re-selection.
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
