Justification

The support for Galileo and Additional Navigation Satellite Systems (GANSS) has been introduced in 3GPP TSG GERAN Release 7 specifications. 

This work has been completed under the work item A-GNSS-GP, now finalized. The originality and particular strength of the concept rely on its generic nature. Indeed, the concept provides the capability to use any GNSS constellation to improve location performances. Thus, potentially up to 9 constellations can be used alone or combined to provide a location service. Moreover, for each constellation, several GNSS-inherent services or signals can be used alone or combined to provide a user’s location. 

The full generic nature, as well as the efficiency of the concepts implies a multiplication of the potential use cases and therefore a potential for high complexity of the tests if no testing framework is provided.
