Renesas agrees with the change but suggests that it should be added a Note highlighting the possibility that this problem happens again e.g. if the value you suggest now is one day allocated to an IE. 

Something like: 

"Note:     The value of the IEI has been chosen so that it represent an unknown IE at the moment of writing of the present TC. If in the future this IEI is allocated to an IE the value used for unknown IE needs to be re-adjusted."

Vodafone commented:

Perhaps it is also worth adding a similar note to TS 44.018? It might help with future test maintenance.

R&S answered:

R&S agrees that a note in the test cases and 44.018 is helpful to adjust scenarios with unknown IEIs correctly. But if we start doing that we should do it for the whole section:

"26.5.6        Handling of unknown, unforeseen, and erroneous protocol data, and of parallel transactions / unknown IE, comprehension not required"

and not only for TC 26.5.6.3. And also in other sections of 51.010 there may be some TCs using invalid IEs for the test purposes. 

I don't like starting that only for this single test case. Please assign an action point to me to check for all TCs using invalid IEI and adding notes that IEIs might become valid with later versions of 44.018. We can then implement a complete solution into 51.010 and 44.018 at the next WG3 meeting for that problem.

Renesas answered:

Unknown IEI is something which is not defined.

So by adding a note in 44.018, are we defining the unknown IEI value? 

Instead should we go with a higher value for all Unknown IE i.e. FF, instead of currently proposed value  0x72 (in place of 0x62 ). 

As the reoccurrence of this current scenario might take some time. 

Adding a note in the TC, along with this should be ok.

R&S answered:

The note 44.018 shall just indicate that we have to take care that TCs in 51.010-1 which are testing unknown IE must be checked and perhaps adjusted as soon as new IEIs are introduced. 

R&S think we can take any "unknown value" for now, because as far as I see they are not introduced as increasing numbers anyway. I don't have a good feeling with FF because that is often used for special cases. 

R&S will take the action point to check also the other TCs which apply unknown/unforeseen IEIs and bring CRs at GERAN#57 for all affected TCs.

At last meeting NC_REPORTING_PERIOD_I=5s was defined, and this was done by 2 reason’s firstly test case 21.1 the main purpose for this test case is to verify that MS reports correctly measured value’s of serving cell and neighbourcells and if this check is done in idle or dedicated is not so important so we thought that idle would be sufficient for a Class C MS. Then regarding the timing period 5s also we thought that this would be a sufficient value for a Class C mobile as again the main purpose for the test is to validated measured values by the MS. 

Comment from R&S:

In the original version of the test it was not at all clear if the test was performed in idle or packet transfer mode and what NC_REPORTING_PERIOD_I/T value should be used. Whilst the value of the timer and the use of idle or packet transfer mode are not specific test requirements, a deliberately packet transfer mode was chosen as this is the only way to get the MS to measure an assigned channel (in this case the PDTCH) and a group the neighbour cells at the same time in the same way that the circuit switched version of the test has the MS assigned and measuring a TCH whilst measuring its surrounding neighbour cells. Furthermore, NC_REPORTING_PERIOD_T = 480ms was chosen as this is comparable to the SACCH reporting period used in the circuit switched version of the test which equates to about 479.9ms. Thus the packet switched and circuit switched versions of the test are as close as they can be in terms of the measurement method used and therefore the performance expected of the MS.

GERAN WG3 Chair:

Although I do agree with the relation between the TIGHTER and legacy TC there is an issue related with TC availability during TC execution. TC availability is not exactly GERAN3 issue but because the Applicability table is used for certification as it is, with the changes we introduce here we provide the unfortunate possibility some capabilities to go without testing. What I am talking about is the case when a TIGHTER capable device goes for certification and some of the TIGHTER TCs are not yet available and cannot be run. Because the Device will indicate TIGHTER support then also the legacy TC 'partners' will not be run. So, my question is: are we OK with this? Or should we add a Note in all relevant cases to clarify that if a TIGHTER TC is not available then the legacy TC shall be run? 

Renesas:

The very idea of certification is to ensure the product does successfully pass all the required set of tests in the certification framework. If we want to certify a product for a given feature, it is precisely to ensure all tests for that given feature are tested against, else the product can simply not claim it supports that feature.

TIGHTER certification requires that all TCs be available. If not all TCs are available, then it means this device cannot be TIGHTER certified, but can only be certified against the non-TIGHTER TC i.e. it cannot claim to support TIGHTER.

GERN WG3 Chair:

The editorial comment: Shouldn't we change All MS except those supporting TIGHTER into All MS and not supporting TIGHTER

To me it is more clear to have one and the same statement - easier to relate.

Renesas:

Ok will do this editorial change.

Added a comment - When selecting TC for Testing the TIGHTER, if TIGHTER TC is not available then the legacy TC shall be run.

Assigning PS resources for multiple devices in one AGCH block can efficiently enhance AGCH capacity and reduce AGCH congestion. An IPA message allows two or three mobile devices to be assigned packet resources using a single AGCH block.

This document provides the work plan for the test requirements analysis and area to be tested for IPA.

Vodafone replied:

The test specifications are based on the stage 3 specifications (noting that TS 22.011 is a specification that contains stage 3 information in it) but some things may not be so clear at stage 3 (e.g. perhaps, that paging response shall not be impacted by EAB) . Mainly however I included the stage 2 information in the tdoc 1223 so that GERAN 3 people had the opportunity to gain a broader understanding of why stage 3 specified certain things, and, so that if prioritisation of test case development occurs , a more informed choice can be made.

-it should be avoided to duplicate NAS tests for UTRAN and GERAN. Ffor these MTC tests, development in GERAN should be prioritised over development in UTRAN.

Discussion with ST-Ericsson about missing references, which were then added.
