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MSRD for VAMOS – Performance Spreadsheet Description
1. Introduction

At GERAN#57 the MSRD for VAMOS work item [1] for Release 12 was agreed with the objective to introduce MSRD for VAMOS feature and specify performance requirements for MS supporting such feature.

This paper and the spreadsheet attached are presented here to explain the procedure to collect proposed performance figures from different companies and to explain formula to finalise the figures for 3GPP TS45.005 specification.

2. DESCRIPTION of SPREADSHEET
General working assumptions for creating the spreadsheet have been taken from [4]. However, further details are given in this document.
2.1 Spreadsheet check-in/check-out procedure

A simple working procedure of check-in and check-out as below is proposed to avoid simultaneous editing by different companies. The same method was used for VAMOS I and VAMOS II specification work, i.e.
· Inform all the people on the list (see 2.2) before updating the excel sheet by sending an email – subject: [VAMOS III performance sheet] check-out.

· Perform the update, briefly describe the updates and update the change history  

· Increment the version number of the excel sheet and save the file with the new version number. 

· Send an email to all the people in the same list with the new version of the excel sheet attached and with email subject: [VAMOS III performance sheet] check-in.

The same email list is also given in the “Cover Sheet” of the excel spreadsheet. In future, the email lists will be updated only in the spreadsheet and by following the check-in and check-out procedure given in section 2.1.
2.3 Performance Requirements Proposals
Working assumptions given in section 2.2 of [4] are applicable here.

There are five columns for providing proposed figures from five companies at the moment, but it can be expanded if needed. Any company contributing to the figures in any of the tables, shall occupy same column in all tables with company name in the column heading, even if the company does not propose figures in other tables.
2.4 Performance Requirements Finalisation

Initial assumption is that, for each logical channel, the dB levels at which required FER is met are proposed by different contributing companies. All proposed values are considered and the least stringent (maximum) value for that logical channel is chosen for specification.

Then the RBER value for speech channels corresponding to the dB value chosen in the step above is also chosen for specification.

If the spread between proposed figures submitted by different companies is very large, the rules described above will be modified and agreed before finalising the figures.
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
