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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG1 would like to thank ECC PT1 for their questions in the LS on ER-GSM study in TSG GERAN with regards to the assumptions taken in the ER-GSM study on duplexer attenuation and MCL.
The assumption of 11 dB/MHz for UMTS/LTE BS duplexer attenuation and 6 dB/MHz for GSM BS duplexer attenuation from 918,2 MHz to 921 MHz has been based on input from different public network vendors to define a single slope blocking rejection model taking both design margins and temperature drift into account.
The MCL value used for coexistence of ER-GSM BS with GSM/UMTS/LTE BS in the E-GSM band in uncoordinated scenario is a general assumption made by 3GPP when studying BS-BS co-existence scenarios. This working assumption is mentioned as well by TSG RAN WG4 in LS R4-130923.
