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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 recognises that there are security considerations related to the new Study Item, “Cellular System Support for Ultra Low Complexity and Low Throughput Internet of Things”.
The following observations were made at GERAN#63:

1) The security framework for Cellular IoT should aim to minimise the energy consumption of devices to help meet the objective of a ten year battery life and take into consideration the very low data rate capability of the radio interface.
2) At least one of the radio access options being considered for Cellular IoT is a new Radio Access Technology. GERAN WG2 will aim to select an already available architecture for Cellular IoT. The architecture will be based on the Gb interface or S1 interface, but not on Iu. This offers the opportunity for SA3 to design a security framework that is adapted to Cellular IoT applications.
3) Another radio access option enhances GPRS (Um) and the architecture will be based on the Gb interface. 

GERAN WG2 kindly requests SA3 to develop the security framework and provide guidance to GERAN WG2 based on the above considerations. Considering that the completion time for the GERAN Cellular IoT study is August 2015, GERAN WG2 would appreciate a draft conclusion from SA3  by the GERAN WG1&2 adhoc meeting (02-05 February 2015).
