Overall Description

GERAN2 has discussed the issue regarding the lack of indication in the MS Classmark 3 IE of 8-PSK support in the UL for non-ECSD MSs. This would prevent the usage of 8-PSK MCSs on the uplink for DTM connections, when the knowledge of the MS capability is based on MS Classmark 3. This may happen for instance when a mobile station in dedicated mode sends a DTM Request to establish an uplink TBF (entering DTM). In this case, the BSS might have no knowledge about UL 8-PSK support and the relevant Power Capability. 
GERAN2 has therefore discussed and agreed on the possibility to change the name and meaning  of the current ‘ECSD struct’ in MS Classmark 3 (named ‘EDGE struct’ before Rel-5). The struct should be renamed ‘8-PSK struct’ and refer to a generic 8-PSK capability (i.e. not specifically ECSD-related). Correspondigly, it is suggested to clarify that the MS support for ECSD operation should be indicated via the ’ECSD Multi Slot Capability’ field (named ’EDGE Multi Slot Capability’ before Rel-5). The inclusion of this field should be made mandatory for mobile stations supporting ECSD.
GERAN2 has agreed that the described changes are acceptable from R99 and has therefore endorsed a set of draft CRs to TS 24.008 from R99 onwards.
