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Introduction of CAMEL Trigger Points in PS HO
1 Introduction

At GERAN#30 in Lisbon, a CR for introducing CAMEL Trigger Points for PS Handover was presented [1]. Since TSG GERAN does not have sufficient knowledge in this area, an LS was sent to SA2 to request their guidance. At GERAN#31 in Denver a reply LS [2] was received from SA2. This contribution discusses how to take the received response into account.

2 Discussion

Three comments were received from SA2.

Comment number 1:

It would be good if the same spelling as used in 23.060 and 23.078 is used, i.e. “CAMEL_GPRS_Routing_Area_Update_Context” should be “CAMEL_GPRS_Routeing_Area_Update_Context”
To be taken into account.
Comment number 2:

Allowing uplink traffic prior to C3 will not permit CAMEL online charging to capture the traffic prior to C3.
This comment is just a fact pointed out by SA2. Since it is not possible to include C2 and C3 before the “Insert Subscriber Data” procedure between new SGSN and HLR has been performed, the only way to avoid that charging is not performed for traffic prior to C3 is to not allow any traffic prior to C3. This would, however, worsen the performance of PS Handover and can thus not be seen as acceptable. No action is thus taken due to this comment and C2 and C3 will remain as proposed in the CR [1]. 

Comment number 3:

SA2 would also recommend using references to 23.060 rather than copying text from it.
The same principle as used in 23.060 has been used in the CR [1] to 43.129, i.e. description of C1, C2 and C3 is inserted in every sub-clause where they are used. Besides that, the descriptions proposed for 43.129 do not have any exact counterparts in 23.060, thus making it impossible to refer to text in 23.060. It is thus proposed to not take this third comment into account.
3 Proposal

The updated CR is available in G2-060282. It is proposed to agree this CR.
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
