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[Draft] Requirements for A-interface (user-plane) over IP

· The A-Interface (user-place) transport protocol must be IP based

· No impact on legacy MS/UE
· Support for legacy BSCs with TDM interface.  Target BSC design shall support only the IP-based interface.
· Remove TC from BSC.  TC shall exist only in the core network.
· TrFO shall be supported for a true end-to-end codec negotiation within PLMN
· All existing GSM codec must be supported

· Reuse of 2G/3G MGW/MSC hardware and ensure a common architecture with UTRAN
· Mandatory support for CSV, CSD, Fax and HSCSD
· Handover shall be support in all GSM states

· No impact to GERAN evolution

· A-flex shall be supported

· TFO shall be optional but not in the target solution

· Optional support for RTCP signalling in the user plane to support multiplexing of user-plane data
