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TSG RAN WG1 has received the LS on Principles for the continued work with Terminal Capabilities from TSG T WG2 and the issue has been considered within an ad-hoc on physical layer capabilities.





TSG RAN WG1 has studied the definitions given in the annex of the LS. In addition to those definitions, TSG RAN WG1 considers it necessary to further define fundamental physical layer features, which are within the responsibility of TSG RAN WG1. These features are essential to radio network planning, system performance (e.g., coverage, capacity) and roaming. These fundamental features may not be part of the physical layer baseline implementation capabilities, but their support shall be mandatory for all UE (e.g., transmit power control and downlink transmit antenna diversity). Furthermore, there are fundamental features which are dependent on operational mode (e.g., discontinuous transmission and site selection diversity transmission). Some of these features are still under study, for example for complexity evaluation.





In accordance with the LS from TSG T WG2, TSG RAN WG1 has started the work on defining UE physical layer baseline implementation capabilities. TSG RAN WG1 awaits further guidance on the service capabilities required for
