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Introduction
TSG RAN has during its 33rd meeting reviewed the SAE rapporteur’s proposed work split for LTE / SAE. TSG RAN thinks that the intention of the work split document is good and TSG RAN endorses the document in general. Nevertheless TSG RAN has some comments and suggestions that TSG SA should take into account. Furthermore, TSG RAN has reviewed the SA2 work plan for SAE. TSG RAN thinks that the SAE work plan should be aligned with the LTE work plan and TSG RAN encourage the view to prioritise LTE related aspect of the SAE work.
Comments on LTE / SAE Work Split

TSG RAN would like to point out the following issues after reviewing the proposed work split from the SAE rapporteur:

· Item 9), RAN3 is involved in the network domain security work.

· Item 22), RAN proposes that RAN2 will be responsible for PDCP.

· Item 25), see enclosed RAN agreed work plan for LTE.
· Item 26), currently the TSG RAN work plan for LTE does not include test specifications for S1 and X2 interfaces. A brief discussion was held at TSG RAN#33 but no conclusion could be reached at this stage. 
· Item 28), it is enough to point out that UTRAN interfaces need to be updated for UTRA-LTE handover. It is not certain that Iub and Iur need to be updated, whereas it is true that Iu need to be updated.

In addition, TSG RAN reviewed the SA2 work plan and would like to point out that RAN3 are willing to take on the task to handle the tracking area concept definitions and specifications that SA2 indicates that they are willing to give to either CT or RAN3. Furthermore, TSG RAN is wondering whether SA2 thinks it has finalized the work on handover between LTE and UTRA, not only the idle mode mobility since it seems to be missing in the work plan.
Tasks to TSG SA
Take the comments provided by TSG RAN into account when discussing the work split for LTE / SAE. Take the comments on the SA2 work plan into account when discussing the SAE work plan.
