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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 tanks for the incoming LS on assignment of numeric values for standardised causes in R3-061637 (S5-060874). The LS asked TSG RAN to assign numeric values to all standardised causes in the 25.xxx series.
RAN3 has chosen different approaches on how to specify cause values for different interfaces and since both approaches work RAN3 does not see any reason to introduce changes to align its specifications. 
The approach used for 25.423 and 25.433 is based on ASN.1 definitions of ENUMERATED type, and the actual cause group is conveyed as a CHOICE. 

There are strict rules defined in TR 25.921 on how to handle additions to ENUMERATED types in RAN3 specifications. The rules guarantee that any addition of a new cause value is done in a backwards compatibility way, i.e. without affecting any of the already existing cause values. It is therefore safe for SA5 to define its own two level numbering schemes for 25.423 and 25.433 defined case values.
