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Introduction

This document describes the discussion status of the study on technical conditions of IMT-2000 FDD systems using a new frequency band of 1.5 GHz in Japan.

Status in Japan

On 27 February 2006, Information and Communications Council of Japan started to study on technical conditions of IMT-2000 FDD systems to be used in the 1.5 GHz band (more specifically 1427.9 - 1452.9 MHz for uplink and 1475.9 - 1500.9 MHz for downlink as a result), and the detail studies have been conducted by the working group under the council[1].

The study took place in the working group including the studies on the co-existence with PDC system (ARIB standard RCR STD-27), DIGITAL MCA system (ARIB standard RCR STD-32), Radio astronomy systems, and Mobile satellite communication service.

The council has issued the report of the technical conditions of the 1.5 GHz band on 21 December 2006[2].
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
