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Agreements
RAN#40 agreed that all working groups should review the LTE feature priority lists in [1]. The purpose of this review is to understand the consequences if a feature is not implemented in the early deployed terminals, but switched on in networks at a later stage. Additionally a case where a UE supports a feature but for which there is no IOT  available in the networks should be considered.
The reason for not implementing some features is to reduce the risk of insufficient testing and IOT possibilities.

It is requested that all working groups focus the review on the low and medium priority features. For those features where an issue is identified, the nature of the issue should be described along with suggested way to resolve it, and this should be communicated to RAN WG5, RAN WG2, and TSG RAN. Feedback should be provided at the latest after the next working group meeting.
It is expected that as a minimum for all low and medium priority features, or group of features, there would need to be some signalling indication between UE and eNode B such that there is an understanding of whether the UE is supporting the feature, and in the case where this resolves the issue, RAN WG2 should provide the necessary CRs. If the resulting changes bring any restrictions on the use of the feature, this should also be communicated to TSG RAN.
In the case where it is believed that a signalling indication will not resolve the issue, then RAN WG5 should aim to include the relevant test coverage within the current RAN WG5 LTE conformance test work item, such that the feature can be tested in the early terminals. 

It is the understanding of RAN that a solution using signalling to indicate the support of features gives 3GPP RAN a full understanding of what is implemented in terminals, and furthermore allows for these features to be made de facto mandatory once sufficient testing and IOT  has been concluded. 
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
