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1. Overall Description:

The CTIA ERP Workgroup would like to inform 3GPP TSG RAN and TSG RAN WG4 kindly concerning the development of test methodologies for radiated performance evaluation of devices with MIMO and/or multiple receive antennas. 

In October, 2007, the CTIA ERP Workgroup formed a new subgroup to research and develop standards for the use of reverberation chambers as a means of assessing wireless device radiated performance. Since its inception last year, the reverberation chamber subgroup (CTIA RCSG) has developed a preliminary standard for the calibration of reverberation chambers and their use for the measurement of single antenna wireless device TRP. Work exploring the applicability of reverberation chambers to the measurement of device radiated sensitivity (in terms of either TIS or TRS) has begun and is the primary focus of an RCSG research effort in Q1 and Q2, 2009. Once TRP and TIS/TRS methodologies for the reverberation chamber have been developed, the RCSG will apply these techniques to the measurement of multiple-branch receive diversity and MIMO. We believe that a methodology for multiple-branch receive diversity evaluation could be close to completion by 4Q2009.
The main CTIA ERP Workgroup is also considering development of anechoic chamber methods to assess radiated performance of multiple-branch receive diversity and MIMO. However, the CTIA ERP Workgroup has not yet determined if the group has the capacity to address the anechoic chamber methods in a timely manner. The CTIA ERP Workgroup will update 3GPP TSG RAN and TSG RAN WG4 with any future plans for anechoic chamber methods.
2. Actions: 

The CTIA ERP Workgroup encourages those in TSG RAN and TSG RAN WG4 who are interested in contributing to RCSG’s research and development efforts to work directly with the RCSG. RCSG meetings are held monthly by teleconference, and meeting delegates need not be members of CTIA in order to participate in RCSG meetings as guests.
