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1. Overall Description:

The purpose of this Liaison Statement is to provide GCF SG with an update of the ongoing discussions as to the suitability of the RAN5 Terms of Reference (ToR) and potential requests sourced by GCF et al related to performance related procedures.
At 3GPP TSG RAN#49 (RP#49), it was determined that, based on the 3GPP understanding of the related request in the liaison from GCF [1], the current 3GPP RAN 5 (RAN5) Terms of Reference (ToR) could not support the end-to-end testing as outlined. However, potential changes to the RAN5 ToR were considered against the background of [1], the response LS sent by RAN5 in [2], and the RAN5 status report in [3] & [4], but no conclusions were reached.

Please be assured that the discussions were extensive which, perhaps, was representative of the depth of interest in this matter. It is hoped that GCF understands the unusual challenge facing RAN in trying to anticipate the implications of likely market requirements both from an organisational and technical point of view. 
Because TSG RAN fully recognises the importance of the issue, it has tasked RAN5 to conduct further technical assessment of this matter. The outcome is expected to be a consolidated proposal for review at RP#50. At that time it is hoped that RAN will be able to provide GCF with more concrete news. In any event, the RAN5 Chair will brief the situation to all the relevant GCF meetings as necessary. 

If the interested parties within GCF were able to more fully explain their view of what is intended to be encompassed in their request   “...GCF Performance Item to measure the throughput of User Data end-to-end from a server via a 3GPP Radio Technology to the terminating end on the user side (including drivers and interfaces in the terminating entity, e.g. a notebook)”, perhaps including a suitable diagram, this would assist the RAN5 discussions.
