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· ITU-R WP5D
ITU-R WP5D#9 (13-20 October, 2010) concluded that the 3GPP candidate technology submission for IMT-Advanced developed as LTE Release 10 & Beyond (LTE-Advanced) has successfully completed Steps 4 through 7 of the IMT-Advanced process in ITU-R, complying with or exceeding the ITU established criteria in all aspects (see RP-101049 for further details). Also the 3GPP input on Report ITU-R M.2039 and Rec. ITU-R M.1580/M.1581 were welcomed: in particular, the Report ITU-R M.2039 was revised taking into account the input from 3GPP.
As per RP-100939 agreed by RAN#49 (and in line with the plan in RP-101049), ITU-R Ad Hoc has drafted the overall “LTE-Advanced material for Rec. ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC]” (RP-101174), together with the “Supporting input for the OPs” (RP-101175). Both docs are submitted to RAN#50 for discussion, with a view of finalizing the two docs following the process delineated in RP-100939. In particular, it is suggested to hold the face-to-face meeting planned for 12-13 January 2011: TSG RAN is kindly asked to confirm that.
3GPP received 3 additional LSs from ITU-R WP5D (responses to be submitted to ITU-R WP5D#10, updated meeting dates: 6-13 April 2011 - deadline for contribution: 30th March 2011, 16:00 hours UTC) that were not addressed by ITU-R Ad Hoc:

· RP-101048 on “Liaison Statement to 3GPP on Revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1224”: ITU-R WP5D is revising the Rec. on “Vocabulary of Terms for IMT-2000”. In order to assist WP5D in this activity it would be appropriate to send them an updated version of TR 21.905 (WP5D is mainly interested in the radio terminology). This is certainly a technical task and therefore it is suggested that RAN#50 appoint a technical coordinator with the objective of approving a CR (developed with the help of the expertise in RAN WGs) at RAN#51 (MCC should confirm that there is enough time to incorporate the CR);
· RP-101050 on “Coexistence Studies in relation to Resolution 224 and Question ITU-R 229/5”: it is suggested that RAN4, having technical responsibility on this topic, develop a response to be approved by RAN#51;

· RP-101051 on the “schedule for updating Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-10 to Revision 11”: ITU-R Ad Hoc will take care of it in due time, as per previous Revisions of Rec. ITU-R M.1457.

· ITU-R WP5A
ITU-R WP5A#6 welcomed the input from 3GPP. In particular, Rec. ITU-R F.757-3 was revised incorporating the input from 3GPP. Also the discussion on “Mobile Wireless access systems providing telecommunications for a large number of ubiquitous sensors and/or actuators scattered over wide areas in the land mobile service” considered the input from 3GPP and a further liaison statement was developed.

3GPP received a LS from ITU-R WP5A on the Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1073-2 on “Digital cellular land mobile telecommunication systems” (RP-101164). It is suggested that RAN#50 forward it to GERAN#49 since the topic is fully under their responsibility. In particular, it is proposed to kindly ask GERAN to send to ITU-R Ad Hoc their comments by the end of their meeting, so that ITU-R Ad Hoc can provide guidance to RAN#51 on how to proceed.
As a final remark, all delegates are reminded that it is necessary that all documents developed by ITU-R Ad Hoc are technically reviewed and checked by the experts in the RAN WGs. This is why all documents developed by ITU-R Ad Hoc are always sent to the relevant WGs in time for their review, that must be carefully carried out before the documents are submitted to ITU-R.
