Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

RAN3
At RAN3#69bis in Xi’an, China three contributions were submitted by: Polaris Wireless, AT&T, Thales Alenia, True Position [1]; and Polaris Wireless  [2] and [3].  The first contribution [1], was a CR to remove the restriction on Periodic Reporting from the Cell-ID category of positioning technologies as this category had now been expanded to include technologies other than Cell-ID (e.g. RFPM). There was conversation and concern voiced over potential impacts to RNC loading. It was determined that some language would be needed to insure that the RNC was not impacted by this change and the CR would be resubmitted at the next WG meeting. The later two documents presented were discussion documents in preparation for CR proposals at the following meeting
AT RAN3#70 in Jacksonville, FL USA;  three contributions (and revisions) were submitted by: Polaris Wireless, AT&T, T-Mobile USA, Thales Alenia, True Position [4]; Polaris Wireless, Qualcomm, AT&T, Andrew Corporation, T-Mobile USA, True Position, Thales Alenia, Stoke Inc. [5]; and Polaris Wireless, Alcatel-Lucent, AT&T, T-Mobile USA, Thales Alenia, True Position, Stoke Inc. [6]. In the discussion on Periodic Reporting, it was noted that there would exist some inconsistency in language between Stage II (25.305) and Stage III (25.453), unless a Stage II change was made with the CR. It was determined that the measurement enhancements from this CR would be submitted for approval [7] during the meeting and that Stage II & III changes for Periodic reporting would be submitted during the January WG meetings. The measurement clarifications [7] were approved.  There was much discussion on IMSI_IMEI and it was felt that this effort should be pursued independently of the WI. The CR [5] was was revised with comments during the meeting and breakout and revised to [11] for distribution to email reflector discussion and for resubmittal at the meetings in January. The CR for the use of IRAT measurements in positioning [6] was discussed and a number of issues and concerns were addressed during the session. The revision on this CR was handled late in the meeting and a few minor edits remained to be made. The CR was revised for email-reflector discussion and approval [10] and was finalized on 11/24.
