Abstract of document:

RAN WG4 has made very good progress and completed most of the core requirements for MSR-NC at RAN4#58 as planned, with two open issues remaining. The first is Base Station output power, where it is not agreed whether the power accuracy requirement is related to the declaration of BS power. The second open issue is ACLR, where many parties see a need for a requirement, though a pragmatic solution is not yet worked out. 

All other core requirements are completed as planned and draft CR text is available for those. With the two open issues closed, a CR would be made available for approval at TSG RAN#52.
