Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
In the RAN4-59AdHoc in Bucharest, Romania, 12 contributions were submitted to the UMTS/LTE in 900 MHz band study item agenda. 

In RAN4#60 in Athens, Greece 13 contributions were submitted to the UMTS/LTE in 900 MHz band study item agenda. 

The following was achieved in the two meetings:

Harmonization in the 900 MHz ranges Japan and Korea

The UE and BS co-existence requirements in the 800 – 900 MHz bands in Korea are under discussion and the Korean operators will continue to discuss and reach to a conclusion on co-existence issue in Korea. Thus, it was agreed that the harmonization issue between Japan and Korea will be discussed in this SI after the conclusion in Korea is obtained. As a result, the feasibility of harmonization will be concluded until RAN4#61 [25]. 
UTRA issues

It was agreed that the use of the UMTS Band VIII in Japan is feasible from the technical point of view presented in [1, 2, 9, 24].
E-UTRA issues

It was proposed that the following options for LTE operation in Japan should be considered, and it was agreed to continue the discussion on the details of these all options in this SI. [9, 13]
