1. Introduction
LightSquared and the United States Global Positioning System (GPS) Industry Council (“USGIC”) have been working cooperatively to form a Working Group (“WG”) to study the GPS overload/desensitization issue as described by the Commission in DA 11-133. In its Order dated January 26, 2011, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) required LightSquared to submit reports each month describing the progress of the Technical Working Group (TWG) convened to study the potential GPS overload/desensitization issue when co-existed with Band 24, concluding in a Final Report provided on June 30, 2011.
On February 25, 2011, LightSquared and the United States Global Positioning System Industry Council (USGIC) submitted a Work Plan to the Commission outlining the intended actions and governance of the WG to study fully the potential for overload interference/desensitization to GPS receivers, systems, and networks.

Subsequent progress reports were filed with the Commission on March, April, and May 15, 2011, and June 30, 2011 [1-4]
2. Progress to Date
TWG has established several sub-teams that are comprised of members and advisors with expertise and/or interest of particular relevance to the specific device and receiver categories defined by the TWG. The sub-teams finalized test plans, laboratory setups, the device selection process, both for lab and open sky field testing. The final report has been filed to FCC and is publically available at [4]. 
The FCC and other Federal Agencies, including the National Telecommunication and Information Administration (NTIA), Federal Aviation Agency (FAA), Department of Transportation (DoT), and Department of Defence (DoD) are reviewing the report and considering next steps. 
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
