Introduction

It was decided in RAN#52 in Bratislava that a new process for prioritizing work within RAN would be introduced, and that this would be used as the basis for moving work forward within RAN.
Article 3 of the 3GPP working procedures state as follows:

“Options in the form of a regulatory requirement particular to one or more regions / nations shall be included in 3GPP specifications. TSGs should not debate the inclusion or rejection of such options.”

A key driver for the Network-Based Positioning Support work item is to allow LTE to meet the E9-1-1 regulations of the Federal Communications Commission in the United States. The simulations carried out by RAN1, the results of which were submitted to RAN#50, show that this technology can meet the FCC regulations.
Given this, coupled with the fact that the work item is in an advanced stage of completion, we believe the NBPS work item should be excluded from the prioritization process.
Recommendations
We recommend that the NBPS for LTE work item be exempt from the prioritization process on the grounds of regulatory requirements, and be allowed to conclude as scheduled.
