WI related issues on enhanced downlink multiple antenna transmission were discussed 
for 0.25 days in RAN4 #60AH in Zhuhai, China, and

for 0.25 day in RAN4 #61 in San Francisco, United Status
Summary of discussions:
In the RAN4#60bis in Zhuhai, China, 15 contributions were submitted related to reference receiver and initial evaluation methodologies. 
· Reference receiver: MMSE-IRC

· Initial evaluation methodologies

· The evaluation methodologies on HSDPA advanced receiver were re-used as initial evaluation methodologies, e.g. DIP

· DIP evaluation assumptions were agreed based on 3GPP model 1.
In the RAN4#61 in San Francisco, United status, 27 contributions were submitted related to the detail of evaluation methodologies for link-level and system level simulation, and DIP evaluation results.
· DIP simulation summary were discussed and DIP values for link-level simulation were agreed.[2] [3]
· Evaluation assumption for link level simulation [3]
· Transmission mode and detail of evaluation assumption were agreed.
