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1. Overall Description:

TSG-RAN would like to thank RAN1, RAN2 and RAN4 for their LSs on the progress about the Rel-11 LTE UE capability exercise. Taking into account the progress in WGs and the Rel-11 completion schedule, TSG-RAN agreed the following work plan for the next quarter:

The October meetings of RAN1#70bis, RAN2#79bis and RAN4#64bis:
· RAN1/2/4 to finalise FFS components and agree WG recommendations on mandatory/optional features.
· RAN1/2/4 to analyse a need of FDD/ TDD differentiation for individual Rel-11 capabilities.

· RAN1/4 to inform RAN2 about:

1). The need of capability signalling for optional features

2). Whether FGI is/are required for mandatory features

3). The need of FDD/ TDD differentiation for individual Rel-11 capabilities/FGIs

NOTE:
To follow the Rel-11 completion schedule, it is recommended that this information is made available to RAN2 as soon as possible after the October bis meetings, in order that RAN2 can start discussions about the required capability signalling.
The November meeting of RAN2#80:
· RAN2 to review the capability signalling requirements for all Rel-11 UE features based on the input from the RAN1 and RAN4 bis meetings.

At TSG-RAN#58:
· TSG-RAN to review the WG recommendations and approve mandatory/optional status as required.
WG inputs related to Rel-11 LTE UE features to be considered are merged in the attached excel sheet. This now includes a column to indicate the need of FDD/ TDD differentiation (Column I). Based on the RAN4 related LS, it is the intention that RAN4 and RAN1 jointly recommend mandatory/optional status for FeICIC.
