Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

TSG RAN WG4#66Bis
Companies have discussed further simulation assumptions and scenarios for UE demodulation performance on the basis of proposals presented in [1] and [2] as well as initial simulation results from [3]. All agreements have been captured in the way forward [4].

Appropriate information on BS demodulation performance requirements have been introduced to particular sub-clauses of the specifications by [5] and [6].
TSG RAN WG4#67
According to simulation assumptions agreed at the previous meeting in [4], ideal and practical simulation results of UE demodulation performance have been presented in [7], [8], [9] and [10]. Based on those results, companies agreed on final simulation assumptions, test cases and scenarios summarized in [11] and concluded to finalize UE demodulation performance requirements at RAN4#68. Additionally a draft CR for TS25.101 has been endorsed in [12].
RAN4 initially agreed on the proposals for UE CQI reporting performance requirements presented in [13]. The feasibility of these requirements will be further verified by RAN4#68.
