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1 Introduction
During the offline discussion on time allocation in the context of RAN1 work the impression was given that proximity discovery would not be given priority. 
The supporting operators of this paper would like to point out how important it is to progress proximity discovery within RAN1 work as originally envisioned.

2 Discussion

The supporting companies would like to point out the need to progress both the discovery and the communication part of the LTE D2D work for the following reasons:

i. There is a vast majority of operators also interested in the consumer use cases in the context of D2D, and specifically in the proximity discovery functionality. 
ii. LTE as a choice for Public Safety air-interface was motivated by the beneficial scale effects it can provide. If the specified Rel-12 D2D solution provides no support for any consumer use case, it is not possible to achieve this goal.
iii. Discovery is an important part applicable also to a Public Safety solution as it provides awareness of which PS devices are in proximity (asset awareness) and thus which devices are likely to receive broadcast transmissions.
