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1] ITU-R WP5D
ITU-R WP5D held their meeting #16 in Sapporo, Japan, form 10 to 17 July. The main aspects of interest to 3GPP were discussed within Working Group Technology Aspects, namely:

(i) Continue the update of Recommendations ITU-R M.1457 and ITU-R M.2012. 
No new proposal has been received for inclusion in M.1457. Therefore the meeting decided that Revision 12 update will only contain existing six RITs’ update
(ii) Draft new Report M.[IMT.FUTURE TECHNOLOGY TRENDS]

(iii) Technical report on CRS, Antenna technologies

(iv) Continue the update of OOBE and Recommendations ITU-R M.1580-4 and M.1581-4
WP 5D started developing the new recommendations for IMT-Advanced OOBE (Out of band emission characteristics) which are similar to Recommendations ITU-R M.1580/M.1581 (Generic unwanted emission characteristics) in IMT-2000.
ITU-R WP5D #16 received the following documents from 3GPP:

· PCG31_10 - Updated material on LTE-Advanced towards revision 1 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012.
The document was included in the draft update to be finalized in the WP5D meeting #17. in order to finalize the document, it is expected that 3GPP OPs will provide the relevant transposition references for Section 1.2 (specifically Section 1.2.1) by the requested firm deadline of 18 September 2013; moreover, each OP is required to provide to ITU-R, the Certification C by 18 September 2013. There is also the consequential step of, as necessary, the completion of relevant business matters by 18 September 2013 and the indication of compliance with ITU policy on IPR, as appropriate. Note: the version of the 3GPP specifications to be submitted to ITU-R for transposition is the one related to Release 11, March 2013 version.
· PCG#31(13)08 - Answer to Liaison Statement to External Organisations engaged in Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 related to Revision of RECOMMENDATIONS ITU-R M.1580-4 and ITU-R M.1581-4.
The modifications proposed by 3GPP were discussed and a new version of the ITU-R documents was made available.
· PCG#31(13)09 - Technical and operational aspects of passive and active base station antennas for IMT systems
WP5D noted that 3GPP started a Work Item in the Release 12 framework and ask 3GPP to provide further information when available (the deliverable is planned to be completed in June 2014).
· Doc 5D/334Rev1 - Initial submission of material for update of section 5.1 and section 5.3 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 to revision 12  
With reference to M.1457 Revision Process, the meeting confirmed that the new update process for M.1457 can be applied from the Revision 12 update (see RP-130354). The 3GPP document (submitted by ATIS on behalf of OPs) was considered as a valid declaration of the willingness of 3GPP to provide an update to Rev.12 of M.1457.
The following LSs were sent by ITU-R WP5D to 3GPP and were addressed by ITU-R Ad Hoc:

· RP-130904 - Liaison statement to LTE-ADVANCED GCS Proponents and Transposing Organizations on the provision of transposition references and Certification C for Draft Revision 1 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012
The documents provides the next steps required to complete the process for Revision 1 of M.2012. ATIS is taking care of the needed actions.

· RP-130905 - Liaison statement to GCS Proponents of IMT-Advanced related to developing of Recommendations for out-of-band emission characteristics
An LS was sent by ITU-R Ad Hoc to RAN4 and RAN5 to provide technical material to be submitted to ITU-R WP5D. Due to the short time between WP5D#16 and RAN4 and RAN5 meetings, it was decided that an input will not provided at WP5D#17, but only at WP5D#18 (action for RAN#62).

· RP-130906 - Liaison to 3GPP “Technical and operational aspects of passive and active base station antennas for IMT systems”
WP5D noted that 3GPP started a Work Item in the Release 12 framework and ask 3GPP to provide further information when available (the deliverable is planned to be completed in June 2014). No action required at RAN#61
Moreover, the following documents were addressed by ITU-R Ad Hoc and are for approval by 3GPP:
· RP-131269 - Letter to ITU on Liaison statement to External Organizations regarding study on future technology trends for terrestrial IMT Systems
This document provides a roadmap of the activities ongoing within the Rel 12 timeframe. It is asked the approval by 3GPP to be submitted to ITU-R WP5D for inclusion in their new deliverable
· RP-131270 - Letter to ITU in answer to Liaison statement to external organizations on Study on IMT Vision for 2020 and Beyond
Since 3GPP is focusing on short-mid term technology, an answer to ITU-R is proposed stating that 3GPP is not able to provide contributions in the timeframe requested by ITU-R.

· RP-131271 - Letter to ITU in answer to Liaison statement to GCS Proponents of IMT-Advanced related to developing of Recommendations for out-of-band emission characteristics
Due to the short time between WP5D#16 and RAN4 and RAN5 meetings, it was decided that an input will not provided at WP5D#17, but only at WP5D#18 (action for RAN#62).

· RP-131268 - LTI on Update submission for IMT-2000 CDMA DS and IMT-2000 CDMA TDD toward Rev. 12 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457
According to the approved procedure, 3GPP is requested to submit a preliminary indication of the modifications foreseen to be submitted by February 2014 in ITU-R WP5D.

· RP-131141 - Relationship between 3GPP and ITU-R memberships under Article 51 of Working Procedures.
This is an update of document RP-111331. In line with Article 51 of the 3GPP Working Procedures, approved 3GPP material is submitted to ITU by Individual Members who are also members of the ITU. This document clarifies the relationship between the 3GPP membership and the ITU-R membership of a number of corporate entities, when they are not identical in the two bodies.
For information, the next meeting of ITU-R WP5D (#17) will be held in Geneva, 9 – 16 October 2013 (deadline for input contributions: 3 October, 2013, 16:00 hours UTC).
2] ITU-R WP5A
ITU-R WP5A held no meeting between RAN#60 and RAN#61. However an action was pending to answer to an LS on PPDR systems and requirements. ITU-R Ad Hoc sent out an LS to 3GPP SA1, RAN1 and RAN4 to collect technical requirements and provides the following document for 3GPP approval:

· RP-131272 - LTI to ITU in answer to Liaison Statement to PPDR External Organizations on the technologies for public protection and disaster relief communications associated with work on wrc-15 agenda item 1.3
