Technical status related evaluation
2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
In RAN3#81bis, the impact analysis of kill all mechanism [1] was discussed, but there was no consensus and the topic was decided to be continued. The PWS recovery/restart was pending to wait for CT guidance.
In RAN3#82, there was a joint session between RAN3 and CT4 to discuss PWS recovery/restart. The received LS [6] and contributions [7] [8] [9] [10] [11] were discussed in the joint session. The work assumption was agreed as “define a new procedure and RAN3 technically endorsed the new procedure from eNB and CT4 should take the work assumption into account during their discussion”. In the following discussion, RAN3 agreed to define a new class 2 PWS Restart Indication procedure over S1 and there is no restriction on the number of messages sending to different MME in case of S1-flex. The corresponding stage 2 CR [20] and stage 3 CR [23] were technically endorsed and pending to CT4 for further checking. A LS [24] was agreed to send to CT4 to inform the progress in RAN3.
In RAN3#82, the kill all indication was discussed in [25] [26] [27]. It was confirmed that the issue in [27] has already solved by CT4. After checking company supporting situation, the kill all indication was agreed in [32] (stage 2 CR) and [33] (stage 3 CR).
